Mr. Lindenblatt has held one of the seven At Large Representative positions on the MCWCC Board of Directors since his initial appointment to the position in December 2004, having been re-elected in 2005, 2007 and 2008. In addition to this, Mr. Lindenblatt was recently elected by acclamation by the Board to serve on the Executive Council in the position of MCWCC Board Secretary; he also serves as Chair of the Bylaws/Grievance Committee, Chair of the Election Committee, and as a member of the Land Use Committee and Public Policy Committee. 

Prior to this, from January 2003 through June 2004, Mr. Lindenblatt served as a Renters’ Representative on the MCWCC Board.  During this time, he was a member of the Election Committee, where he was largely responsible for writing MCWCC’s June 2004 Election budget; the Grievance Committee, where he would serve as Acting Chair to close out the 2004 term; the Bylaws Committee, where he contributed to efforts to draft proposed bylaws changes; the Communications Committee; and, briefly, the Ad-Hoc Committee on the Mayor’s Budget Process. Prior to serving on the Board, he closely followed the developments in the creation and certification of Mid City West.

Professionally, Mr. Lindenblatt holds a Master of Public Policy (M.P.P.) degree from the USC School of Policy, Planning, and Development, and a B.A. in Economics and Political Science from Northwestern University; he is a policy analyst by training. Mr. Lindenblatt has 3.5 years of research experience at both the Milken Institute and the RAND Corporation. At the Milken Institute, Mr. Lindenblatt prepared reviews of the literature of Asian economies; assisted in the preparation of various indices, such as the Capital Access Index; and graphically analyzed and presented global macroeconomic and stock market data for the Institute’s annual Global Conference. At RAND, he analyzed defense-related contracts and education data for projects in subject areas including purchasing and supply management (PSM), strategic sourcing, reserve recruiting, and core equities analysis.   

Born in Santa Monica, Mr. Lindenblatt grew up largely within the Mid City West boundaries, having attended Hancock Park Elementary School and Fairfax High School.   Active in his community for many years, Mr. Lindenblatt has been a member of the Los Angeles County Young Democrats, and 42nd Assembly District Democratic Committee; he also currently serves as Administrative Vice Chair of the Greater Los Angeles Area Mensa (GLAAM) Board of Directors.
