Meeting Minutes

1. The meeting was called to order by the interim Chair, Jeffrey Jacobberger at 6:32 pm. Present were Charles Lindenblatt, Julie Kleinick, Teresa Feldman, Stan Brent, Michael Darner, Steven Kramer, Michael Barba, Alan Goldstein. Keith Nakata arrived at 8:15 pm.
2. Open Public Comment – None.
3. Third Street & Fairfax: (ZA-2009-4008) –   
4. Smart & Final – 5555 Wilshire Blvd. (ZA 2009-3445) CUB – Smart & Final was represented by Brett Engstrom with Art Rodriguez and Associates. This is a renewal of an existing CUB that inadvertently was allowed to expire 3 years ago. The applicant has requested two modifications to the existing CUB. One is to allow it to sell refrigerated beer and wine. The majority of the alcohol will not be sold refrigerated. The beer will not be sold in anything under a 12-pack (per the current CUB) and the wine will be in bottles at least 750 ml. (per the current CUB). The second is to remove the condition that required a full-time operating entrance on the Wilshire Blvd. street frontage.
The Application was filed on 10/22/09 and the ZA hearing was held on 2/23/10. The ZA will be holding the record open in order for MCWCC to weigh in.
There was one public comment from Thomas Schneider who said that he wanted the Wilshire Blvd. entrance to remain open.
Barba moved and ________seconded that MCWCC support the application to renew the CUB with the change that the applicant can sell chilled beer and wine but opposing the request that the Wilshire Blvd. door be eliminated. The motion passed unanimously.
5. Survey LA – A presentation was made by Jeff Scornic and Meghan ______________ presented the committee with information concerning the Survey LA project. They described the project of being a systematic survey of the historic resources of Los Angeles. They asked members of the committee to participate by providing information about individual homes, streets, parks, etc. and any historical significance they may have. The information will go into a data base that then becomes basically a census of the cultural environment of Los Angeles. The City of Los Angeles Department of Planning’s Office of Historic Resources is the lead agency with a matching grant from the Getty Conservation Institute. 6. 7901 Beverly Blvd. (Beverly & Fairfax) CPC-2009-3271-ZC-HD-ZAA-SPR-ZAD – Ira Handleman represented the property owner, B & F Associates, LP, owner of the building that houses the Fairfax Theatre and other retail stores located at the north-west corner of Beverly Blvd. & Fairfax Ave. The proposed development includes a new 6-story mixed-use building consisting of 71 condominiums above 11,000 sq. ft. of retail space. The architect presented the plans for the project, which included maintaining and rehabilitating the building façade. Currently an EIR is underway. The ownership has met with the historical groups are trying to save the theatre. According to Handleman the theatre is not listed on any register of historic buildings; is not the work of a master architect and has been significantly changed over the years. While the presentation was informational only, the committee was favorably impressed with the prospective project.
7. Hollywood Community Plan Update: There was a discussion about how the Land Use Committee could get more involved in the plan update. Lucille Saunders discussed her prior requests for MCWCC involvement in the plan. The committee did not reach a consensus about how to get involved, but due to the late hour, agreed to adjourn the meeting so that those committee members that were interested could stay to informally discuss how to get involved.
