5. Senior Transportation Issue re City-Owned Vans

a. Discussion re stakeholder proposal to reduce or eliminate door-to-door van service and use some or all of cost savings to increase quarterly vouchers that can be used for taxicabs or dial-a-ride service.

b. Committee discussion focused on concerns that, while stakeholder Joan Taylor make effective, well-reasoned presentation, there was reluctance to take a firm position regarding elimination of program without giving Department of Aging an opportunity to defend program.

c. Motion to send letter to Department of Aging and elected officials requesting review of program and, depending on results of review, to consider reduction or elimination of program.  The motion was seconded and passed 4-0.

6. Neighborhood Bicycle Plan

a. The committee continued its discussion re designation of neighborhood streets as part of a neighborhood bicycle plan.  There was discussion about the need not only to designate routes, but to educate cyclists and motorists about the rules of the road.  There was discussion about areas, such as near Pan-Pacific Park, where further outreach to the community would be required before implementation of the plan.

b. A motion was made to support the recommended neighborhood bike plan.  The motion was seconded and passed 4-0.

7. Discussion re Mid City West participation in Park(ing) Day LA on September 18, 2009.  

a. After discussion, there was a motion for Mid City West to participate in this event.  The motion was seconded, and passed 4-0.  

8. Discussion re transportation, parking and streetscape improvement “wish list” as mitigation for development projects in Mid City West area.  This item was continued to a future meeting.
