    a. B.L.D. – 7450 West Beverly Blvd. The applicant seeks to renew a CUB that originally was approved November 20, 1985.  The CUB allows for sale of a full-line of alcoholic beverages for onsite consumption in connection with a 3,647 square foot restaurant, which seats 79 patrons inside and 20 patrons outside on a patio in the public right of way.  The hours of operation are 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 a.m. daily.  Hours of alcohol sales are the same.  There is a valid type 47 Alcohol Beverage Control license on the premises.  The Applicant is not requesting any additional seats (currently 99 are permitted) or any extension of hours. ACTION REQUIRED.
    b. 7771 West Beverly Blvd:  Mid City West opposes the application for a CUB to permit the sale and dispensing of a full line of alcoholic beverages for on-site consumption without prejudice to the owner presenting a new or renewed application after the owner makes arrangements with a new tenant and provides details concerning the proposed new restaurant (including hours and parking arrangements).
