c. Bylaws Committee:    

i. Chair, Rickie Avrutin explained the need to change the Board Member terms in office due to the fact that the City Clerk will now be overseeing all neighborhood council elections.  Elections will only be held every two years (even numbered years for neighborhood councils). Board member terms could be either two years with the whole board up for election every two years or four years with half the board staggered every two years.  She then presented the following motion from the committee:



To delete current Article V. Section III and replace with the following:

“TERMS OF MEMBERSHIP ON BOARD OF DIRECTORS.    Beginning with the mid-2008 
Board 
election, regular Board elections shall be conducted every two years.  At the mid-
2008 Board election, Stakeholders shall elect Directors only for Board seats expiring in 
mid-2008 or that are otherwise vacant. Beginning with the mid-2008 Board election, 
Directors’ terms shall be four years. To maintain Board continuity, terms for Directors 
elected at the mid-2007 regular election shall be extended from 2009 to 2010.  Other 
provisions of these Bylaws relating to removal and/or replacement of Board members 
prior to the end of the member’s term shall remain in effect.
Julie Kleinick so moved and it was seconded.  During discussion Jeff Jacobberger moved to amend the motion to read:


“TERMS OF MEMBERSHIP ON BOARD OF DIRECTORS.   Terms for membership on the 
Board of Directors will be two years.  At the mid-2008 Board election, Stakeholders shall 
elect Directors only for Board seats expiring in mid-2008 or that are otherwise vacant. To 
maintain Board continuity, terms for Directors elected at the mid-2007 regular election 
shall be extended from 2009 to 2010.  Other provisions of these Bylaws relating to removal 
and/or replacement of Board members prior to the end of the member’s term shall remain 
in effect.
Mr. Jacobberger’s motion to amend was seconded by Brad Seiling.  Discussion on the amendment ended with over two-thirds of the board voting to close debate.  Vote on the amendment was thirteen (13) in favor; seven (7) opposed and three (3) abstaining.

The motion, as amended, was then voted on with thirteen (13) voting in favor; nine (9) opposed and two (2) abstaining.  The amended motion passed.
