Meeting Minutes





June 24, 2009 (6:30 P.M.)

1. The meeting was called to order by the Chair at 6:40 pm. Present were Charles Lindenblatt, Brad Seiling, Julie Kleinick, Keith Nakata, Jeffrey Jacobberger, Michael Barba, Teresa Feldman, Vincent Autiero & Stan Brent.

2. The minutes from the May 27, 2009 meeting were approved unanimously.

3. 369 N. Fairfax – 7 Eleven –  Sherrie Olson represented 7 Eleven. Also present was Christina Reeder and Shawntel Yow with 7 Eleven. This was a preliminary presentation to the committee. 7 Eleven is currently negotiating a lease for a 2,000 square foot space in a strip center located at the southwest corner of Oakwood and Fairfax. The Applicant would apply for a CUB for sale of beer and wine for off-site consumption. They would request that the sale of alcohol be permitted from 6am-2am. The store would be a 24-hour operation. This would be a franchise-owned store, although no franchisee has been selected yet. Four parking spaces in the existing lot would be designated for 7 Eleven customers. Three members of the public spoke on the application. 
· Marc Canter and Terri Bloomgarden with Canter’s Deli discussed the fact that they lease some of the parking from the landlord and were concerned about the affect the 7 Eleven would have on the parking. They were also concerned about this being an attraction to the homeless population.
· Ruth Williams represented the Fairfax Business Association. She wanted to see conditions imposed such as no sale of singles, alcohol sales restricted after 10pm, only warm alcohol sold, no large format beer cans or wine bottles sold, no “cheap wine”, etc. She said these conditions were imposed on a West Hollywood location at Santa Monica and Curson for the first couple of years it was opened. After the franchisee proved to be a good operator, some were lifted.
· Liz Sterbenz a local resident expressed concern about the kinds of customers the 7 Eleven might draw.
Depending on the outcome of the lease negotiations, the Applicant will return to the Committee to address the concerns expressed by the public.
4. 5550 Wilshire Blvd. – This was an application for a full-line alcohol permit for on-site consumption in conjunction with the operation of a new 2,540 square foot Chipotle restaurant. This would include sale of beer, wine and pre-mixed margaritas. The Applicant was represented by Sherrie Olson. The restaurant will be located in the ground floor of an office building. The hours of operation would be 11am to 10pm, 7 days a week. There was no public comment on this application. After committee discussion Jacobberger moved, Darner seconded a motion to approve the application. The motion passed with one abstention by Lindenblatt with the remaining committee members voting yes.
5.  7669 Beverly Blvd. – Nakkara – This was an application for a CUB for onsite consumption of beer and wine in connection with an existing 975 square foot Thai restaurant with 37 seats inside and 8 outside on a patio in the public right of way. Hours of operation are 11am – 10:30 pm daily. The applicant was represented by Eddie Navarrette with FE Design. The restaurant has been open under the current owner since early 2008. They expect their hearing with the ZA sometime in July. After committee discussion Kleinick moved and Barba seconded a motion to support the application subject to a 5-year review and the condition that if a new restaurant operator took over they would be required to file a new application. The motion passed with one no vote by Feldman with the remaining committee members voting yes.
6. Committee Discussion – The committee discussed putting together a “wish” list of community priorities that could be given to developers looking for variances.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
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
